This document lists the colors, fonts, and typeface conventions used in the WIT website hosted by Timberlake.   In order to maintain the professional appearance of the website, refer to these conventions when making changes and updates to the site content.  

Content Styles

Within the site, colors are the standard HTML colors.   For documentation developed using the Microsoft tools, the standard Red Green Blue (RGB) scale (custom colors) is also provided.

For Font Types and Sizes are consistent with those available within the Timberlake Content Management Tool.  

Use of the electronic form of this document (WIT Website Style Sheet.doc) will make developing content within the style standards simple.   As show below, there is a MS Style Format for each of our standards.

Content Standards

Each unique page within the site must have:  

1) Primary Title; and 

2) Text.

Secondary Titles may or may not be necessary.   These titles and text must adhere to the style standards contained in this document.   These are the only style restrictions on a page. 

The only exception is the adding of HTML links where MS will default to its own established color pattern. 

Beyond these limitations, when developing content, use of additional emphasis (italic, underlining, etc.) is at the discretion of the content developer.  However, only the designated Blue and Green may be used unless the additional colors are contained in a logo or other image.
